The meeting of the Board of Trustees of Sanitary and Improvement District No. 97 of
Sarpy County, Nebraska was convened in open and public session at 5:00 p.m. on March 19,
2013, at the Sarpy County Sheriff’s Station, Papillion, Nebraska, 68046.

Present at the meeting were Trustees Ruth Evangelisti, David Barry, David Wennstedt,
Aaron Raszler and Michael Ostransky. Also present were Rene and Joy Nelson of Urban
Utilities, Mark Westergard with E&A Consulting Group, engineers for the District, and the
District’s attorney, Brian Doyle.

The Chairman then publicly stated to all in attendance that a current copy of the Nebraska
Open Meetings Act was available for review and indicated the location of such copy in the room
where the meeting was being held.

Notice of the meeting was given in advance thereof by publication in The Papillion
Times on March 13, 2013, a copy of the Proof of Publication being attached to these minutes.
Notice of the meeting was simultaneously given to all members of the Board of Trustees and a
copy of their Acknowledgment of Receipt of Notice is attached to these minutes. Notice of the
meeting was simultaneously given to all members of the Board of Trustees and a copy of their
Acknowledgment of Receipt of Notice is attached to these minutes. Availability of the agenda
was communicated in the publicized notice and in the notice to the Trustees of this meeting. All
proceedings of the Board were taken while the convened meeting was open to the attendance of
the public.

The Clerk then certified that notice of this meeting had been given to the Sarpy County
Clerk at least seven days prior to the time set by the Board of Trustees for this meeting and filed
the Certificate to that effect, said Certificate being attached to these minutes and made a part
hereof by this reference.

The Board then heard its monthly report from Urban Utilities (“UU”). They reported that
the water system was online with Papillion and that things appeared to be going well. Papillion
requested extending the trial period by an additional week to gather more information and
perform additional tests. UU reported that the total water pressure was not high enough to

trigger the pressure reducing valve. UU believed that Papillion may be reducing the pressure



prior to it connecting to the District’s water system. One complaint from a homeowner was
received regarding reduced pressure.

UU also reported that it has five or six hydrants remaining to be rebuilt. All other
accounts and matters were normal.

The Board then discussed applying with the Nebraska Department of Environmental
Quality for a grant to perform a feasibility study on improvements to the water system of the
District. The Board’s engineer will follow up with NDEQ on the process and application, if
warranted.

The Board then heard the presentation of Futuramic on a water treatment facility. He
stated that manganese is a hard mineral to remove and treat because it reacts slowly. He stated
that their system could achieve a 700 gallon per minute peake flow rate using 5 vessel filters
with 50 cubic feet of filter material. A building would need to be constructed. Additionally 10
to 15 thousand gallons of disposal backwash water would be produced each day. Chlorine could
be added to system. The equipment cost is estimated at $150,000 not including building costs or
land necessary. The system has a great deal of flexibility and could be added on to. Chlorine
usage is estimated at approximately 55 gallons per month. The system would also need sand
rebidding as filter material approximately every 5 to 7 years.

The Board then discussed the road replacement project. Bids are due on the project
April 4 and will be forwarded to the Board shortly thereafter.

The Board then discussed the City of Papillion water rates. The Board’s attorney
reported that Papillion would be revising the rate structure in consultation with the Board and
their attorney as the rates as currently structured do not accurately work in the manner expected.
The Board will have future updates with regards to the rate structure and cost analysis.

Street sweeping is tentatively scheduled for March 27", weather permitting.

The Chairman first proposed that the Service Fee Fund bills be considered, which
included the following statements for payment from the District’s Service Fee Fund:

a.) Urban Utilities, Inc. for WWTP March maintenance, $3,260.09
Postal Service charges, copies, misc. repairs, emergency
service, etc. (#6852).

b.) Urban Utilities, Inc. for meter reading/invoicing, NE Dept. $ 839.31
of Revenue form prep., etc. for March (#6853).



c.) Urban Utilities, Inc. for repairs to pipe fittings, bolt flanges, $2,700.00
and labor for install (#6854).

d) Midwest Laboratories, Inc. for water testing (#677312). § 82.54

e.) Tri-State Pumping & Excavating for sludge removal and $1,000.00
hauling (No. 09539).

Upon motion made by Trustee Evangelisti and seconded by Trustee Barry the Board
voted five (5) “ayes” and zero (0) “nay” to approve the payment from the Service Fee Fund. The
Clerk was then directed to attach copies to these minutes and to attach a copy of the report
reflecting payments made from the Service Fee Fund established at the Sarpy County Treasurer’s
office.

The Chairman then presented the following statements for payment from the
Construction Fund Account of the District:

E & A Consulting Group for engineering work relating $33,789.70
to the Road Reconstruction Project — 2013 (No. 18887).

b.) Kuehl Capital Corporation for placement of Construction $1,689.49
Fund Warrants issued at this meeting (5%).

Upon motion made by Trustee Evangelisti and seconded by Trustee Barry, the Board
voted five (5) “ayes” and zero (0) “nay” to approve the payments from the Construction Fund
Account of the District.

Subject: Engineer Evaluation Scope of Work (SOW)

Brianna: Please add a discussion of an Engineering Analysis and a comparison of City versus SID water rates to the
meeting agenda.

Trustees, Brian, and Mark: To save time in the meeting, and to allow Mark and Brian the opportunity to estimate what
the cost of the analysis might be, it might be good to prepare a draft SOW so that we can all give our ideas on what we
would like to see for alternatives. Even if Mark prepares the report, | am sure 8rian will need to provide costs and
revenue information, so he would also have some charges for the report. The analysis for all alternatives should include
all amortized costs of construction, if applicable, and O & M costs for all alternatives. All alternatives should include the
benefit/cost (B/C) ratio, criteria such as benefits and costs, advantages and disadvantages, and risks and rewards. The
analysis should offer an independent analysis on what the preferred alternative might be. Of course, the board would
make the final decision on what alternative to utilize. Everyone, please provide your input prior to the meeting, so that
we can expedite discussion. The following are possible alternatives:

1. No Action — This alternative would evaluate utilizing the existing water and sewer system. It might be good to
evaluate all income sources for both water and sewer, including the current sewer charge. The analysis should
also evaluate all O & M costs, including the cost of pigging, pump, well house, and meter replacements and
repairs, water and sewer line and lift station repairs, sewer treatment plant O & M, hydrant flushing, and all
other costs we can think of. We might want to re evaluate our current water and sewer rates. Our current
rates have the lower usage residents subsidizing rates for the higher usage residents.

2. Utilize Papillion City Water. Prepare a comparison between current SID rates and Papillion City rates.
Determine the cost savings of O &M for the well house, pumps, etc. Include the cost savings of water line
maintenance such as pigging and hydrant flushing.

3. Construction and O & M of a treatment plant to remove manganese. Determine how much grant money is
available from the DEQ, as well as any interest and repayments required.

4. Any other alternatives desired
